+  Yecup Candied Pecans » 3 tbl. Olive cil

+  1cup Grape tomatoes, ¥

+  6ounces Blue Cheese crumbled

6 ounces Fig Balsamic Vinaigrette

Instructions Fig Balsamic Vinaigrette (yields % cup)

1. Add shallots to vinegars in bowl and let macerate for five minutes
